Additional Research:  The Center is available to perform basic or applied research on topics, fields, or problems of interest to a Member.  Such research is conducted pursuant to a separate Sponsored Research Agreement entered into by the 7.
University Research Facilities and Equipment:  University research facilities and equipment are non-profit, tax-exempt resources and are therefore not available for direct use or rental by Members for commercial purposes.  Access to University research facilities and equipment may be provided pursuant to a Sponsored Research Agreement (see Paragraph 6 above) or pursuant to other arrangements which must be specified in a separate research agreement entered into by the Member and the University.

8.
University Policies:  All benefits offered for Liaison Program Members and all activities of the Liaison Program membership are subject to compliance with University policies and procedures.

9.
Publications:  As a non-profit academic institution, the University reserves the right of its faculty and students to publish and present publicly the results of research conducted by the Center.  In limited circumstances and pursuant to a University-approved confidentiality agreement, the University will maintain the confidentiality of proprietary business information of a Member if such information is needed for a mutually agreed Sponsored Research Agreement project or other mutually agreed Center research.

10.
Intellectual Property and Research Data:  All intellectual property and research data created by the Center and its faculty, students and staff shall be owned by the University,  except as may otherwise be provided by the University’s Policy on Intellectual Property or by a University-approved Sponsored Research Agreement or other written agreement specifying alternative ownership.  Such alternative ownership must comply with applicable legal requirements.

11.
Indemnification and Insurance:  In consideration of the University’s acceptance of Member’s application for membership in the Liaison Program, the Member signing below affirms and agrees:



a.
that Member shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Center, Lehigh University, its trustees, officers, faculty, students, employees, and agents from and against all claims, causes of action, damages, injuries (including bodily injury and death), losses, liabilities, and expenses (including attorneys’ fees) that may be sustained or claimed to be sustained by Member or any of its employees or agents as a result of or related to the Liaison Program, any presence at or use of University or Center facilities or equipment, or any other Liaison Program or Member activities, except and only to the extent that such claims or liabilities are proved to result from the sole negligence of the University; and



b.  that member shall evidence Commercial General Liability Insurance at the 
minimum limit of $1,000,000 per occurrence and $1,000,000 aggregate, Automobile Liability at $500,000 Combined Single Limit per occurrence, and Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability at the Statutory Limits.  A duly authenticated ACORD Certificate of Insurance shall be given to Lehigh University at least ten (10) days prior to the use of Lehigh University facilities.  Lehigh University shall be named as an Additional Insured. 
12.
Publicity:  Member shall not create or issue any advertising, publicity, or other publicly-disseminated material that contains any reference to the University, the Center, or its faculty, students, or staff or any University seals, logos, or trademarks except upon prior written University approval.  The University may include Member’s corporate name in the Center’s Liaison Program Membership list or in other University materials regarding the University’s Liaison Programs.

13. Compliance with Laws:  All activities of the Liaison Program shall be conducted in such a manner that they comply with all applicable federal, state, and municipal laws and regulations, including but not limited to those applicable to the University as a non-profit, tax-exempt educational institution and as a recipient of federal and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania funding and grants.

14. Termination:  This Agreement for Liaison Program Membership may be terminated by either Member or the University upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other party.  If the University terminates fees paid by Member will be refunded on a pro rata basis.

15. Priority:  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, in the event that the terms of this document conflict with the terms of any Research and Testing Agreement, Sponsored Research Agreement, or any other agreement entered into by the Member and the University, as documented in writing by a duly authorized representative of the University, the terms of any such agreement will take precedence over any conflicting terms contained herein.

The parties, intending to be legally bound, have executed this Agreement by their duly authorized representatives on the date indicated.
